Please gather in the pews at the front of church 

and the priest will be with you approximately 

10 minutes after Mass is over. 
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When Ascension is kept on a traditional Thursday as it is in many 

dioceses and the Archdioceses of the Eastern part of the United 

States, it is the fortieth day of the Easter Season.  It is like a 

Lordôs Day in the middle of the week.    When Ascension is kept 

on a Sunday, it replaces the Seventh Sunday of Easter.  This is 

now the custom in most of the dioceses of the United States 

including the Archdiocese of St. Louis.  Therefore, as with every 

Lordôs Day, we are given a holy time for worship, recreation, 

renewal and, today at least, for a bit of restful cloud gazing. 
 

After a festive supper on Ascension burn some incense (available 

at religious goods stores).  You can do this most simply by 

heating the incense in an old pan.  Or have a barbecue Thursday 

night or Sunday, May 16th, and toss some incense on the burning 

coals. Ascend with Christ into the sweet-smelling clouds of 

heaven.

WAXéEASTER SYMBOLS CONTINUED 
Eastertime is the 50-day-long season from Easter Sunday until 

Pentecost, May 23rd this year.  Throughout this time the Paschal 

Candle shines in church near the ambo. This candle is an image 

of the risen body of Christ. It was kindled and consecrated with 

great ceremony on Easter Eve. 
 

When people are baptized into the Church, they are given 

candles lit from the Paschal Candle. They are told to keep their 

lamps burning brightly throughout their lives.  At funerals the 

Paschal Candle shines on the dead, like a pillar of fire to guide 

them to the promised land. 
 

A burning candle is a sign of self-sacrifice.  It consumes itself in 

a blaze of glory.  Traditionally, the Churchôs candles are made 

from beeswax.  A beehive is a symbol of the Church, where 

everyone is called to work together for the common good. 
 

Many households light a fine, fat candle every mealtime, and 

indeed, every time they gather to pray.  It is a holy habit. 
 

When you light a candle in prayer you might say, ñJesus Christ 

is the light of the world, a light no darkness can extinguish.ò  Or 

say the words proclaimed at the Easter Vigil, ñLight of Christ!  

Thanks be to God!ò 
 

Our Paschal Candle is made at the Marklin Candle Company of 

Contoocook, New Hampshire.  Marty Marklin is from St. Louis 

and grew up in Holy Cross Parish in the Baden district of North 

St. Louis.  Holy Cross is the parish where Monsignor Martin 

Balthasar Hellriegel, the great liturgist, was pastor for 44 years.   

The Paschal Candle was always homemade at Holy Cross 

during the pastorate of Msgr. Hellriegel.  As a young boy living 

across the street from that venerable church Marty watched the 

parish craftsman make the Paschal Candle.   Monsignor realized 

that Marty had an incredible interest in the craft and taught him 

to make these beautiful candles.  When he grew up he formed a 

small company in Nashua, New Hampshire making Paschal 

Candles for local parishes and other select parishes in St. Louis.  

Now Marklin Candles has grown and makes candles of all sizes, 

shapes and designs mainly for liturgical use and has a market 

worldwide but it all began on Baden Avenue within the shadow 

of the steeple of Holy Cross Church in Baden. 
 

By the way it was Monsignor Hellriegel who was our own 

Monsignor Westhoffôs mentor and teacher of liturgical history 

and practicum.   Andéit was Monsignor Hellriegel who 

preached the first homily at our church of St. Peter when it was 

brand new in 1952. 

 

INCENSEéAN EASTER SYMBOL 
ñLet my prayer rise before you like incense.ò  Each evening the 

Church sings these words from Psalm 141.  Thatôs one reason 

we Christians praise God with incense:  It is a sign of prayer. 
 

The smoke of melting incense is also a sign of sacrifice, of 

purification, of homage, of mystery.  It calls to mind the bright 

cloud of Godôs presence that filled the holy of holies within the 

Temple in Jerusalem.  At the transfiguration and ascension of 

Jesus, his body was surrounded by a cloud.  Perhaps that is why 

some people imagine heaven to be a place of shining clouds 

where the angels glorify God with incense.  In fact, look at our 

glass angel wall in our sanctuary, one of the angels is holding a 

thurible incensing God.
