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THE JESSETREE
The Jesse Tree is an ancient Advent tradition which we have re
instituted at St. Peter. The tree, itself, is a large tree branch which
is positioned near our statue of the Blessed Mother. For each day
of Advent there is an ornament which symbolizes a person or
event in salvation history. These ornaments begin with the Crea-
tion of the World, and end with the Birth of the Christ Child.
